POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS:

The following rules are for your safety. They may be changed as situations warrant.
The lifeguard on duty may make any decision, limit any activity, or remove anyone to
maintain adeguate safety and health.

+» Non swimmers MUST be accompanied in the water by someone 18 years or older.

++ Children 12 years or younger MUST be accompanied in pool area by a person 18 years
or older.

« If you assign responsibility to another adult for the event, that adult cannot be
responsible for more than 3 children at one time.

+« Any person under the age of 16 is prohibited from using the water spa. Use of spa could

be hazardous to children and is against the town’s health code.

Showers must be taken before entering the pool.

Any person with infectious/communicable disease is prohibited from using the pool.

No running, horseplay, ball throwing, or excessive noise.

No diving, back diving, or flips off the side.

No hanging on ropes or lane markers

Absolutely no smoking.

No glass containers.

No food, drink, and gum allowed on pool deck.

All equipment is for instructional use only.

Children not toilet trained must wear a diaper, training pants, and a bathing suit.
